Potential Providence Indoor Racer -

Thank you for your interest in the 1st Annual Indoor Race in Providence, Rl to be held Friday and Satur-
day, March 6 & 7 at the Dunkin Donuts Center. This event while still in the early stages of planning has gener-
ated alot of excitement from racers and fans alike. The hall is handling the promotion of the event in the Rhode
Island area and have already started running television ads along with radio and newspaper commericials. It
will be up to us as promoters and you as racers to put on a show for what will hopefully be large crowds of peo-
ple both nights. How perform this year will have a large bearing on our future in this venue and possibly others.

Entries for this event will be extremely limited with only 36 TQ Midgets and 36 Champ Karts competing.
If you are interested in entering please do so as quickly as possible. Those who made the feature events in At-
lantic City will have the first rights to spots in Providence and will have 1 week (Friday, January 30) to file en-
tries. After that date we will fill the remaining entry spots accordingly. Anyone who is not included in 36 entries
will have their money refunded.

Both nights of racing will feature heat races, consolations and features for both divisions. A full feature
purse for both divisions will be paid out each nights. In order to try and ensure a good show for the fans and
being new to the building we are going to keep the amount of cars on the track to a smaller amount than we do
in Atlantic City. Each heat race and consolation with have 12 cars. The feature events will feature 20 car fields.
If we see that we can run more cars after Friday night we may add cars to the features on Saturday.

The one major difference between Atlantic City and the Dunkin Donuts Center is there is not a building
connected to the arena that can house the trailers. Because of this everyone will have to unload your cars,
tools and any spare parts you may require and set-up a pit stall inside the building please come prepared. Your
trailers will be parked in adjacent lots in the area surrounding the arena.

Also due to the limited space in the pit area we need to limit the amount of people we allow in the pit
area. To ensure that all of our racers and crews gain access to the pit area we will be doing a Pre-Sale for pit
passes. Along with your entry form you will also see a pre-sign sheet for pit passes included in this package.
Please fill this out form and return it with a check or money order. If you do not know the names of people that
will be coming at this time you can pay for the pit passes with your entry and fax the form over at a later date.
This will be the only time we will accept a check for pit passes. After the cut off date and at the event cash will
be required.

Those looking for hotel rooms will find a great rate of $79 per night at the Hilton in Providence. The
hotel is the closest hotel to the arena and is within walking distance. Check our website www.aarn.com for
more information and to reserve your rooms.

John Holland from New England Racing Fuels with Sunoco will be the official fuel provider for the event.
As was the case in Atlantic City all cars must arrive with empty tanks.

Rules for the event will be the exact same that are used in Atlantic City. The event schedule and other
details about the event are still being finalized, a tentative event schedule is included with this package. Please
check our website for updated information on the schedule and the entire event.
